
Minor League Rules 
 

 
All rules apply with Babe Ruth League except the following. 

 

1. Play 6 innings or 90 min. time limit, whichever comes first 
2. 60 ft. bases 
3. NO steals, can’t lead off until ball crosses home plate 
4. Bat 9 + 1 Extra Hitter 
5. 5 runs per inning or 3 outs 
6. Pitcher can work only 6 innings per calendar week 
7. Pitcher must have 2 calendar days rest between pitching 

assignments 

8. Each game in which a pitcher pitches is considered an inning 

9. The batter cannot run to 1
st
 base on a dropped third strike.  All 

other runs may advance at the own risk. 

10.  Run Rule; 10 runs after 4 innings having had equal times at bat or 

home team is leading. 

11. Dropped third strike batter may not advance, batter is out 

 

 

Re-Entry Rule 

 

1. Each of the nine starting players may be withdrawn from the game 

and re-entered once. 

2. When re-entered the player must occupy the same batting position as 

he occupied when starting the game. 

3. A substitute withdrawn from the game can never re-enter the game. 

“Except when all subs have been used and an injury or ejection 

occurs” 

4. A starting player withdrawn from the game more than once cannot re-

enter. 

5. If the pitcher is removed from the game because of a second trip in the 

same inning, he may re-enter the game in any position with the 

exception of pitcher, if he was one of the nine starting players 

6. The pitcher may be withdrawn from the game once and re-enter into 

the game for the second time if he is withdrawn from the first visit to 

the mound in the same inning.
